e You must be available for the full five days of the placement.

e The placement takes place onsite at the National Gallery of Ireland, Merrion Square West,
Dublin 2.

e You should also be available on Saturday 7 May 2022 to deliver your event.

e If Covid-19 restrictions are in place in March 2022, and we are unable to deliver the
programme safely onsite, we will run a digital placement instead.
